Activity: Planting young trees 

  

Background:  

Trees for Cities is working in partnership with the London Borough of Hillingdon to 

plant new woodland trees at Field End Recreation Ground. The trees will provide 

valuable habitat for urban wildlife and add splashes of colour to the rec throughout 

the seasons.
